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Ogden Clinic Taking Measures to Ensure Safety and Improve Patient
Access During COVID-19 Pandemic

OGDEN, UT = Ogden Clinic is taking measures to ensure the health and safety of its patients, providers,
and staff throughout the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic.

First, all Ogden Clinic patients are being screened for fever, cough, or other respiratory symptoms at the
front door of each clinic location. If a patient is found to have any of these symptoms, that patient is
directed to an onsite outdoor tent for further examination. Most Ogden Clinic locations now have a
dedicated provider working in the tent throughout business hours. These tents will provide privacy to
patients, while also minimizing exposure to employees and other patients at clinic sites.

Second, Ogden Clinic is encouraging patients to bring only essential caregivers to their visit. Ogden Clinic
also encourages patients not to bring children to visits. Clinics located in hospitals are not allowed to
admit anyone under the age of 18 to a visit — the hospital is turning them away at the door.

Third, Ogden Clinic is currently implementing telemedicine services at many of its clinic sites. Family
medicine and neurology providers are providing telemedicine services now. Ogden Clinic is in the
process of rolling out telemedicine services to other specialties and practices within the organization.
